On a recent vacation trip with
my husband, our tour stopped at
the Oklahoma City Memorial. It
was a place where one of the
worst acts of terrorism on Ameri-
can soil occurred and also a place
where many acts of compassion
and kindness brought light to
those scarred by violence.

On the morning of April 19,
1995, Oklahoma City was shat-
tered by the force of the explo-
sion that could be felt up to 40
miles away. The events that trig-
gered the explosion began days
earlier. Twenty-seven year old
Timothy McVeigh rented a truck.
His deadly cargo would include
4,800 pounds of ammonium ni-
trate and fuel oil. McVeigh
parked directly in front of the
Alfred P. Murrah Federal Build-
ing, the home of seventeen fed-
eral agencies as well as a day-
care, snack bar and credit union.
According to accounts, he put
earplugs in and began running
towards the YMCA, northeast of
the Murrah Building. He had
parked a getaway car in a nearby
alley. He would be arrested 90
minutes later on a routine traffic
violation.

The bomb exploded at 9:02 a.m.
Emergency crews arrived within
minutes. The explosion created an
approximately 30-foot crater. The
solid glass front of the building
shattered into millions of tiny
knives. The nine floors of the fed-
eral building pan caked on top of
one another, trapping victims in-
side. The daycare on the second
story was covered in the rubble of
the seven floors above it. Rescuers
worked frantically.

By 10:28 a.m., all area ambu-
lances were in service to the disas-
ter. Fire units from Oklahoma City
and 29 neighboring communities
came to help.

The citizen of Oklahoma dropped
everything they were doing to lend
a hand. Pickups and personal cars
became ambulances. Strangers
became neighbors. The over-
whelming response of kindness
and generosity became known as
the “Oklahoma Standard.”

Newscasts became like city bulle-
tin boards, posting supplies
needed downtown. Often within
just half and hour, the stations had
to broadcast to tell people to stop
donating — more than enough had

already been given. People liter-
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ally donated the shoes off their
feet.

People waited in line hours to
donate blood. At one point, a
news station warned donors to
stay home. It was too crowded.
As time went on, rescue workers
came from around the nation.
They would return to their tem-
porary cots to find their clothes
from the day before washed and
folded, with mints on their pil-
lows. Local school children
wrote letters of encouragement
and left them on the rescuers’
beds.

Families who had already re-
ceived the devastating news of
their loved ones’ deaths returned
to the site to console other fami-
lies still waiting to hear. By
noon, more than 125 clergy were
available to support families.
The compassion left the nation
in awe.

The search for victims contin-
ued non-stop, 24-hours a day,
for two weeks. One hundred and
sixty-eight were dead. Nineteen
were children. At that time, it
was the worst terrorist attack on
U.S. soil.

City National Memorial was dedi-
cated so that the world could
never forget the beauty that arose
from the evil.

As we visited the Memorial, we
could sense that we were standing
on holy ground, not only because
of the many lives lost there, but
also because of the many beautiful
acts of compassion by the re-
sponders.

This
Lenten season, as we travel the
road to the cross, look for signs of
God’s love at work, in response to
evil, where in places you'd least
expect to find it.
